· Demonstrate management of a patient using the standardised approach of the cardiac arrest algorithm.
· Treat cardiac and/or respiratory arrest, including starting CPR, manual defibrillation, life-threatening arrhythmias, and post resuscitation care.
· Care for the deteriorating patient or patient in cardiac and/or respiratory arrest and in special circumstances, lead a team, work as a team member, and use structured communication skills including giving effective handover.

**This course is suitable for those experienced in Advanced Life Support. Please note this course is fast-paced simulation scenario-based learning. Candidates must be well-prepared via the online learning and familiar with ALS concepts and the simulation environment to be successful on the course. **
